Highlights from Title IX Training 
and New Policy

• Policy applies to faculty, staff, and students

• Title IX Coordinator for Faculty and Staff

▫ Responsible for coordinating responses to complaints of alleged violations of Policy 8.2 
against faculty and staff

▫ Responsible for directly overseeing the investigation and adjudication of complaints 
against faculty and staff 

▫ Responsible for coordinating possible remedial actions or other responses designed to 
reasonably minimize the recurrence of the alleged conduct as well as mitigate the effects 
of the harassment. 



Highlights from Title IX Training 
and New Policy

• Supportive Measures

▫ Requests – must take parties’ request into consideration; however, only obligated to 
provide reasonable supportive measures

▫ Documentation – must document why we were unable to provide requested supportive 
measure and alternative accommodation

▫ DTIX will work with HR to effectuate supportive measures for faculty and staff

▫ DTIX will work with Deputy Title IX Coordinators to effectuate supportive measures for 
students

• The Deputy Title IX Coordinator serves as a point person for their school’s 
faculty, staff and students as it pertains to Title IX issues as well as the 
school’s liaison to the Department of Title IX. 

• Deputy Title IX Coordinators are considered mandatory reporters and 
must report any alleged violations of Emory’s Sex and Gender-Based 
Discrimination and Harassment Policy (Policy 8.2) that they become aware 
of to the TIXC for Students, the TIXC for Faculty and Staff and/or the 
University TIXC.

Role of the Deputy 
Title IX Coordinator



• Deputy Title IX Coordinators serve as a resource to students, faculty and 
staff members who may want to report a violation of Emory’s Sex and 
Gender-Based Harassment and Discrimination Policy, Policy 8.2

• While serving as a resource to the students, Deputy Title IX Coordinators 
should possess a basic understanding of stages of the Title IX process from 
investigation through appeal.  Additionally, Deputy Title IX Coordinators 
should understand various on-campus resources available to Complainants 
and Respondents.

Role of the Deputy 
Title IX Coordinator (cont’d)



• Deputy Title IX Coordinators work closely with the TIXC for Students in 
effectuating any supportive measures within their school.

• Deputy Title IX Coordinators also may assist the Title IX Coordinator for 
Students by helping administer any action that may be necessary to ensure 
the safety of the impacted student and the particular school’s community. 

• Deputy Title IX Coordinators serve as a resource to faculty and staff 
members regarding the Title IX process, particularly as it relates to short-
term academic accommodations, how to report sexual misconduct 
involving students and their positions as mandatory reporters of sexual 
misconduct involving students.
